2.1. Manuscript requirements (Use “Header 2” style)

Subdivision - numbered sections – please divide your manuscript into clearly defined and numbered sections. Subsections should be numbered 1.1 (then 1.1.1, 1.1.2, ...), 1.2, etc. (the abstract is excluded in section numbering). Any subsection should be given a brief heading. Each heading should appear on its own separate line

You might notice that the first paragraph after a header is not indented. Use the “Body text 1” style for the first paragraph after a header. Subsequent paragraphs are indented (Use “Body Text” style). The following is an example of the “Bullet” style, which you may want to use for lists.

· Introduction
State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background, a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results must be avoided.
· Literature Review (Related works)
Please elaborate the findings and gaps in the existing literature to formulate your research foundations.
· Research Methods/Methodology
· A detailed description of your research method should be presented. The details should allow other researchers to reproduce the work.
· Analysis/Calculation/Results
Results should be clear and precise.
· Discussion
This should explore the significance of the results of the work, plain language instead of technical/numerical language should be used to discuss the findings/results/numbers.
· Conclusions
The main conclusions of the study may be presented in a short Conclusions section, which may usually discuss the limitations and future research directions.
· Appendices
If there is more than one appendix, they should be identified as A, B, etc.

Papers should be formatted with single columns and should be single-spaced, 11-point Times New Roman font. Also, do not change the margins as they have been set in the template: Do not add page numbers to your paper. We will insert these later. 
Make sure lines and graphic elements are crisp and clear. Center the word Table (in title case) and the number of the table (Arabic numeral) at the top of the page.
